It is with sadness that the editors wish to inform readers of
the passing away of two dear alumni. Our deepest
sympathies go to their families.

Dr Gerald Hugh Choa £k (MBBS 1946, MD 1960),
one of the most distinguished HKU graduates in medical
education, was the founding Dean of the Faculty of
Medicine of the Chinese University of Hong Kong and its
former Pro-Vice-Chancellor. Dr Choa was awarded the

Honorary Fellowship by HKU in 1995 in recognition of his
enormous contributions to the communities of Hong Kong
and China.

Dr Yan-kit So # &2 (BA 1956), an alumna who resided
in United Kingdom, was Britain’s foremost authority on
Chinese cuisine. She wrote a number of Chinese cookery
books with an insistence on authenticity that had brought
the glories of her native cuisine to the British public.
